a. A woman looks at birth pangs and rejoices for the upcoming joy of having a child. 
b. Say two things: if God is for me, who or what can be against me? 

4. I reckon the sufferings of this world cannot be compared to the glory that will be 
revealed. 

Joy Is A Choice 

Count it all joy when you fall into trials (James 1:2). 

1. See God’s promises instead of the problems. 
2. Look at the things not seen, not the things seen.

1. Contentment is not a feeling. 
2. Contentment is learned. 

Take My yoke upon you and learn of Me (Matthew 11:29).
